UK Government financial support
If you are self-employed...

...the following provides a summary of the UK Government financial support packages that may
apply to you.

Self-employed Income Support Scheme

o It will support self-employed individuals (including members of partnerships) whose income has
been negatively impacted by COVID-19.

e The scheme will provide a grant to self-employed individuals or partnerships, worth 80% of their
profits up to a cap of £2,500 per month.

o  HMRC will use the average profits from tax returns in 2016-17, 2017-18 and 2018-19 to calculate
the size of the grant.

e The scheme will be open to those where the majority of their income comes from self-
employment and who have profits of less than £50,000.

e The scheme will be open for an initial three months with people able to make their first claim by
the beginning of June.

e The grant will be paid in one lump sum in June for the months of March, April and May. So, the
maximum you can get is £7,500.

Coronavirus Business Interruption Loan Scheme
e Launched Monday 23 March 2020
e Eligible for UK based SMEs with turnover of no more than £45 million per annum (although all
lending decisions delegated to the lending partners)
e The business must have a borrowing proposal which the lender:
o would consider viable, were it not for the COVID-19 pandemic
o believes will enable you to trade out of any short-term to medium-term difficulty
o It will be interest free for 12 months

VAT payments
e If you're a UK VAT registered business and have a VAT payment due between 20 March 2020

and 30 June 2020, you have the option to:
o defer the payment until a later date
o pay the VAT due as normal
e HMRC will not charge interest or penalties on any amount deferred as a result of this change.
o You will still need to submit your VAT returns to HMRC on time.
e HMRC will continue to process VAT reclaims an refunds as normal during this time.
e If you choose to defer your VAT payment, you must pay the VAT due on or before 31 March
2021.
e You do not need to tell HMRC that you are deferring your VAT payment.
e If you normally pay by Direct Debit you should contact your bank to cancel your Direct Debit as
soon as you can, or you can cancel online if you’re registered for online banking.
e VAT payments due following the end of the deferral period will have to be paid as normal.
e Further information about how to repay the VAT you’ve deferred will be available soon.



Income tax payments

If you're due to pay a self-assessment payment on account by 31 July 2020, then you may defer
payment until January 2021.

You are eligible if you are due to pay your second self-assessment payment on account on 31
July. You do not need to be self-employed to be eligible for the deferment.

The deferment is optional. If you are still able to pay your second payment on account on 31
July, you should do so.

This is an automatic offer with no applications required. No penalties or interest for late
payment will be charged if you defer payment until 31 January 2021.

During the deferral period you can set up a budget payment plan to help you pay the deferred
payment on account when it comes due.

Universal Credit

You may be able to get Universal Credit if:

o you’re on alow income or out of work

o you’re 18 or over (there are some exceptions if you’re 16 to 17)

o you’re under State Pension age (or your partner is)

o you and your partner have £16,000 or less in savings between you

o vyou live in the UK
You can apply for Universal Credit online. If you are eligible you will need to make an
appointment for your new claim interview. This interview will take place by telephone with a
work coach. You will be given the number to call to book this appointment when you have
submitted your claim.
The Universal Credit standard allowance and Working Tax Credit basic element will be increased
for the next 12 months by £1,000 a year.
This means that for a single Universal Credit claimant (aged 25 or over), the standard allowance
will increase from £323.22 to about £406 per month.

Small business rates grant

The government will provide additional Small Business Grant Scheme funding for local
authorities to support small businesses that already pay little or no business rates because of
small business rate relief (SBRR), rural rate relief (RRR) and tapered relief.
This will provide a one-off grant of £10,000 to eligible businesses to help meet their ongoing
business costs.
You are eligible if:

o your business is based in England

o you are a business that occupies property

o you are receiving small business rate relief or rural rate relief as of 11 March
You do not need to do anything. Your local authority will write to you if you are eligible for this
grant. Any enquiries on eligibility for, or provision of, the reliefs and grants should be directed to
the relevant local authority.

Scottish Government support for business

£10,000 grants for small businesses in receipt of the Small Business Bonus Scheme or Rural
Relief.
1.6% relief for all properties, effectively freezing the poundage rate next year.

Northern Ireland Executive support for business

COVID Small Business Grant - small business grant of £10,000 to be issued immediately. This is
for all businesses with a NAV up to £15,000.



Landlords and renters

e From 26 March 2020, landlords will have to give all renters 3 months’ notice if they intend to
seek possession (i.e. serve notice that they want to end the tenancy) — this means the landlord
can’t apply to start the court process until after this period.

e This extended buffer period will apply in law until 30 September 2020 and both the end point,
and the 3-month notice period can be extended if needed.

e This protection covers most tenants in the private and social rented sectors in England and
Wales, and all grounds of evictions. This includes possession of tenancies in the Rent Act 1977,
the Housing Act 1985, the Housing Act 1996 and the Housing Act 1988. After 3 months if the
tenant has not moved a landlord needs to apply to court in order to proceed.

e Tenants are still liable for their rent and should pay this as usual.

e Landlords will be protected by a 3-month mortgage payment holiday where they have a Buy to
Let mortgage.

e lLandlords remain legally obligated to ensure properties meet the required standard — urgent,
essential health and safety repairs should be made.

Personal credit

e If you need additional financial support because of coronavirus with an existing arranged
overdraft, you will be able to request from your provider that up to £500, on your main personal
current account, is provided at 0% for up to three months.

e You can ask for a three-month payment freeze or to pay a nominal payment on credit cards,
store cards and catalogue credit.

e If you have a personal loan, you can ask for a three-month freeze if needed.
